TUITION POLICY

Tuition for 2008/2009 is as follows:

Grades 6-8 $2,500 + $175 Book Fee
Grades 9-12 $2,820 + $175 Book Fee
Non-Catholic $3,695 + $175 Book Fee

Note: The first two children of a family are charged
regular tuition rates and additional children of that
same family are charged $250 tuition per child plus
$175 book fee per child.

You will receive a statement during the second week of
August and prior to each new school quarter. 1t will
reflect the tuition and the book fee for the 08/09 year
and payment activity. Payment of the $175 book fee is
due before or on the first day of school.

Payment of the tuition can be made as follows:

e In August during first week of school, or

e Half during first week of school in August and
second half during first week of school in
January, or

e Quarterly — August, October, January, and
March.

IT you choose to pay monthly, you will be required to
sign up with FACTS Tuition Service. FACTS is a tuition
payment service that the School has aligned themselves
with. To enroll you will have to meet with Mike
Rohweder. FACTS charges a set-up fee of $38 to use
this service which debits your checking account monthly
during the school year.

Please take these payment options seriously. The school will deny
enrollment of your child(ren) for the second semester if payments are
not current by the end of the first semester.
